Situation:   The Wildland Firefighter Apprenticeship Program (WFAP) is seeking talented and motivated individuals to be part of our team for the upcoming Academy sessions.  We depend on the contributions and efforts of firefighters and leaders from the federal fire services to fill Staff and Instructor positions for each Academy.  Staff positions typically require a 4-week commitment – although shorter or longer assignments may be negotiated.  The duration of Instructor assignments are dependent upon the curriculum, but are typically less than one week.  All costs (travel, salary and per diem) for Staff and Instructors will be covered by the WFAP.  
Mission/Execution:  The Program provides training, leadership and mentoring to Apprentices during 4-week residential academies.  The Apprentices are assembled into crews with which they will attend class, take part in field exercises, and participate in physical training programs.  Each crew is assigned a Crew Boss and an Assistant Crew Boss that will be filled by Staff Applicants.  Additionally, each Academy session requires a Coordinator and a dedicated Logistics Staff – also filled by Staff Applicants.  Academy curriculum includes 100, 200, and 300-level NWCG course work, in addition to WFAP-developed courses.  The Instructors for these courses will be filled by Instructor Applicants.
